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Mercury is the Roman god of merchants, politicians, and messenger for the Gods; however he was originally the god of the corn trade.  Jupiter was his father and his mother was Maia.  He is commonly pictured wearing winged shoes and hat, and carries caduceus (a staff with two intertwined snakes).  He is also credited with inventing the lyre.  His name is derived from the Latin word merx, meaning merchant, Wednesday is the day of the Mercury, and he is the equivalent of the Greek Hermes. He is the Lord of Wednesday, and has his own festival, the Mercuralia, celebrated on the 15 of May.
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If Mercury was kicked out of Mount Olympus into the present day world he would probably work as a lobbyist.  This is a fitting job for him because it relates to politicians, and a lobbyist can represent merchants.  His trickery and quick wit would also facilitate the work.  Also, both a lobbyist and Mercury work kind of unknown.  They are more the hands behind the scenes, they ones who make things happen.
